accommodating compatible levels of visitation. 

• The area's boundaries overlap with local, state, and federal land use, 
historic, and revitalization designations. In Annapolis, these 
designations include the local and National Register Historic Districts, the 
West Street Revitalization Area, the Eastport Residential Conservation 
Overlay District, Maritime Districts, and Mixed Use Centers designated in 
the 1998 Annapolis Comprehensive Plan. Designations elsewhere in the 
heritage area include the proposed South County Rural Legacy area; the 
Mayo Road, Shady Side, and Deale Commercial Revitalization Areas shown 
in the 1997 Anne Arundel County General Development Plan; and the 
substantial parts of South County and Broadneck delineated as rural land in 
the General Development Plan. 

• Local governments and private interests are prepared to commit 
resources to preservation and tourism development within the area. The 
strategies and actions described in this report encompass a wide range of 
initiatives by Anne Arundel County, the City of Annapolis, and private 
organizations and businesses to promote state program objectives such as 
preservation, interpretation, and compatible economic development in the 
heritage area. Many of these initiatives are already in place or under 
development, indicating the willingness of both public and private sector 
interests to commit resources to appropriate preservation and tourism 
development throughout the heritage area. 

• The proposed boundaries are generally configured to facilitate the 
collection of the performance measurement data required by the state 
program. The performance measures include factors related to employment, 
accommodations, visitation, purchases, construction activity, business creation, 
interpretation, and protected resources. Based upon the analyses conducted for 
the Resource Assessment Report, the boundaries will allow this information to be 
collected with relative ease. 

3.2.2 Target Investment Zones 

Target investment zones are the specific priority areas within the Certified Heritage 
Area in which significant private investment is desired. According to the state 
program guidelines, the criteria for designating target investment zones are as 
follows: 

• The area within the zones must have extremely high potential to leverage 
private investments and expenditures. 

• The incentives available through the state program must be capable of assisting 
in leveraging private investment to produce measurable preservation and 
economic development through tourism in the zones. 
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• The boundary for the zones should overlap to the optimal extent with other local, 
state, and federal "revitalization" designations. 

• Local governments and interests must be prepared to commit resources to 
economic development within the zones. 

• The proposed boundaries should be configured to facilitate the collection of 
performance measurement data. 

In addition, the target investment zones should reflect the plan strategies and 
actions. 

Based upon-these criteria, an initial concept for designating target investment zones 
within the Annapolis and London Town Heritage has been formulated . Figure 1 
shows the general locations of the zones proposed in the heritage area as a whole; 
Figure 2 shows the boundaries of the zones proposed in the City of Annapolis. The 
boundaries of the proposed zones in Annapolis are shown because they directly 
correspond to local, state, and federal designations. The boundaries of zones 
elsewhere in the heritage area will be delineated based upon input from the 
Steering Committee and the public and a review of mapped data for each proposed 
zone. The proposed zones are briefly described as follows: 

Annapolis/West Street: This zone encompasses the Annapolis Historic District, 
Annapolis National Register District, and the West Street Revitalization Area. It is 
the current focus of tourism activity in the heritage area, contains numerous 
historic structures, and provides opportunities for economic revitalization, 
particularly along West Street. 

Eastport: This zone includes the Eastport Residential Conservation Overlay 
District, the Eastport Mixed Use Center designated in the Annapolis 
Comprehensive Plan, and the Eastport maritime zones. It affords opportunities for 
rehabilitation of non-listed structures and small-scale commercial development 
related to tourism activity, such as the initiation of new water transportation 
services. 

Rowe Boulevard: This zone corresponds to the Rowe Boulevard Mixed Use Center 
designated in the Annapolis Comprehensive Plan. It is being considered as the site 
of the new Visitors Center and associated transportation improvements 
recommended in the plan strategies. 

Mayo Road/Route 2/London Town: This zone encompasses both the site of 
London Town, where a substantial development program is planned, and the nearby 
commercial corridors of Mayo Road and Route 2, which provide significant 
opportunities for revitalization. 

U.S. 50-301 Corridor/Sandy Point Farmhouse: This zone includes the US 50-301 
corridor from Sandy Point State Park to MD Route 2 and the portion of Sandy Point 
State Park containing the Sandy Point Farmhouse. The frontage roads adjacent to 
the main highway, which contain older hotels and other commercial developments, 
are candidates for revitalization. 
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Galesville, Shady Side, Deale, and Rose Haven: These traditional watermen's 
villages in South County provide opportunities for residential investment in older 
homes and sympathetic reuse of selected structures for heritage-related enterprises, 
such as appropriately-scaled restaurants, retail shops, or bed and breakfasts. Shady 
Side and Deale are designated as Commercial Revitalization Areas in the General 
Development Plan. Galesville has two active waterfront restaurants and a third one, 
currently unoccupied, that is located on an historic steamboat landing. Rose Haven 
is the location of an existing waterfront motel with additional land capacity and 
owner interest in expanded facilities. 
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
